                                   *  At least one non-shunted lamp holder is required per retrofit lamp.

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS:

1.   Cut all wires that connect ballast. (Diagram 1)

2.   Remove the ballast.

3.   Cut two lengths of 18 Gauge Solid TFF, TFN or AWM wire 

      long enough to reach from the lamp holder with the LN 

      markings to the 120-277 VAC supply wires.

4.   If applicable, replace lamp holder at power end with non-

      shunted lamp holder.

5.   Insert one stripped end of each solid wire into each side of 

      the non-shunted lamp holder.

6.   Connect these two wires to the 120-277 VAC supply wires 

      using UL listed twist-on wire connectors (wire nuts).

7.   All remaining severed wires, that are no longer needed, 

      must be removed  or organized and capped off using UL 

      listed twist-on connectors (wire nuts) so they don’t inter-

      fere with the reassembly of the fixture.

8.   Insert the end of the retrofit lamp that is marked ‘LN’ into 

      the non-shunted lamp holder  connected to the supply 

      wires. (Diagram 2) 

9.   Multiple tube wiring refer to Diagram 3.

10. Restore power at the circuit breaker or fuse.
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
